PLANT INFORMATION
ASPARAGUS - Bareroot
Jersey Supreme: Uniform spear size, high yield, early, cold tolerant, resistant to rust and fusarium with good flavor.

BLACKBERRIES- Bareroot

Ouachita: Erect, thornless, mediunvlarge, sweet.

BLUEBERRIES - At least two varieties should be planted to insure pollination (except for Pink Lemonade variety)

Climax: Early season ripening, Dark blue. Upright plant with good foliage.

Powder Blue: L ate season ripening, highly productive with medium to large sweet fruit, darker in color. Upright plant with good foliage.
Tifblue: Mid season ripening, medium to large berry, light blue in color. Upright, vigorous growing with best fall ornamental color.
Yadkin Mid-season ripening, medium size berry with medium to dark blue color. Excellent flavor and firmness.

FIGS- Bareroot, 2 year old stock
LSU Gold Yellow: Large, yellow fruit blushed with red pulp with outstanding flavor. Vigorous.

GRAPES- Bareroot, 2 year old stock
Mars: Very disease resistant, sweet blue seedless fruit, good table fruit.
Muscadine (Carlos): Bronze, self-fertile, 16% sugar, medium size, vigorous with high fruit yields

RASPBERRIES- Bareroot August-October Ripening

Caraline: Large, extremely productive, intense flavor - extra sweet fruit. Root rot tolerant.

Anne: Large sunshine color fruit with very sweet flavor.

RHUBARSB - Bareroot

Victoria Heirloom variety; hardy perennial, sweeter and milder than others with tender stalks.
STRAWBERRIES - Bareroot

Chandler: Mid season, high yield, very large berry, grown by many local commercial growers.
Earliglow: Early season, medium size berry, excellent for eating and freezing.

HERBS - Our plants are grown by alocal grower with the reputation of growing beautiful healthy plants.

BLUE BIRD HOUSE -Front opening house with nesting box ready for mounting to tree, wooden post or 1" pipe.
HORSERADISH: Vigorous, and resistance to foliage diseases, rust and bacterial spot.
